Dear Carolyn:

In light of the media scrutiny associated with the Estevez case, I simply wanted to share
some thoughts with you regarding logistics for the January 20, 2010 hearing regarding the Motion to
Dismiss the Permanent Restraining Order. Prior to sending this to you, I ran it by the District
Attorney who has approved the content of this memorandum other than not joining in the request
that the hearing be done in chambers. In informal discussions with the District Attorney, he has
expressed concern and stated specifically that he would not agree to a dismissal of the Permanent
Protection Order. He indicated that subject to seeing the victim in court, if the parties desire to
communicate and cohabitate, he would have no objection however, he would insist that the
restrictions regarding drugs and alcohol, firearms and prohibitions against harassment, intimidation
ete remain n place. I have indicated to him that we have no objection to those prohibitions
remaining in place. As such, I do not anticipate a lengthy hearing since all parties are represented by
counsel and there appears to be unanimity in terms of modifying the Restraining Order so that Mr.
Estevez and Ms. Sheen can communicate and cohabitate.

Insofar as logistics, in my experience, these matters are done in chambers and I hope that that
practice can continue. Obviously, the media is entitled to access and accordingly, as was the case
with the advisement that took place on New Year's Eve, a pool reporter would be in chambers to
report on what transpired in connection with the motion that has been filed. Obviously, both Ms.
Sheen and Mr. Estevez do not wish this to become a media circus and would, as much as possible,
like to have their privacy respected understanding that they arc celebrity figures so there is a public
interest and the necessity of media coverage.

Part of my motivation in communicating with you is that to the extent there is any media
frenzy in terms of the upcoming hearing, if the realities of what is going to transpire is
communicated, that may reduce what might otherwise be somewhat of a crush in terms of media
mvolvement.
